Request Regarding Medication

Rikkyo School in England Health Centre

Dear Parents,

Thank you for your continued understanding and cooperation with our school’s education.
Depending on your child’s medical history, current health condition, and specific health
needs, you will be required to bring necessary medications to the school. In order to ensure
the health and safety of all students living in the school dormitory, we kindly ask that you
understand and follow the points outlined below regarding the bringing of medications.
Additionally, If your child is bringing medication prescribed outside the UK (such as in Japan
or other countries), the staff in the Health Center will arrange for a prescription from the
school’s GP at Rudgwick Medical, either for the same medication or an equivalent. If an
equivalent medication cannot be prescribed, we will check with the GP and obtain approval
for the use of the medication at school, so you can rest assured, your child’s medication will
not just be stopped.

O Please carefully check with your child to ensure the correct type and quantity of
medication is brought, with neither excess nor shortage.

O Be sure to bring medications in a original medication bag or box. Also, please verify that
the expiration date is clearly marked on the medication packaging.

O As a general rule, all medications (including prescribed supplements) will be kept in the

Health Centre and dispensed when necessary. However, if both the student and parents
request it and the Health Centre staff conducts a risk assessment that approves it, self-
management of medication will be allowed.

O All medications should be taken home at the end of each term. If necessary, they should
be brought again at the start of the following term.

O The following documents must be submitted. Please note that without these documents,
medications cannot be administered:
@ Medication Form - to be submitted each term
@ Medication Declaration Form -to be submitted when starting medication or if there is

any Change in medication (including an increase or decrease in the types of medication, dosage, or request to self-medication)

| Medications You Can Bring |

<Over-the-Counter Medications >
B Over-the-counter medications (e.g. fever reducers, cold medicine, pain relief patch, eye

drops, supplements) cannot be brought to school. If a student requires such medication,

the school will provide a UK version.



<Prescription Medications>

B When bringing prescription medications, please inform the pharmacist to mark the
expiration date on the medication bag or packaging for use in the UK.
In the UK, it is required that the name and expiration date of a medication be clearly
marked when the school or other institutions are responsible for managing and
administering the medication. In Japan, it is not mandatory for the expiration date to be
written on the medication bag for prescription medications, and as a result, this
information is often not included. At our school, medications that do not have an expiration
date clearly marked cannot be managed or administered.
* Please note that the dispensing date is not the same as the expiration date.
* We have confirmed with the Japan Pharmaceutical Association that it is possible to

request the pharmacist to mark the expiration date on the medication packaging.

B All medications should be brought in their original medication bags/boxes.
